History 
The University Scholars Program began in 1980 as a collaborative effort between the Division of Student 
Affairs and the College of Humanities and Social Sciences to provide enriched educational opportunities to 
academically talented undergraduates (who were known as “Scholars of the College”). From its origins in 
CHASS, the program expanded to include students from all NC State colleges and was renamed the 
Residential Scholars Program. In 1988 it received its current name, the University Scholars Program, 
and became the first campus-wide program for academically talented students. The program counts among its 
graduates hundreds of student body leaders and winners of prestigious national and international scholarships.
